REFUNDABLE BUILDER PERFORMANCE FEE ɀ DUE WITH APPLICATION  
  
Builder performance fees will be refunded 30 days after the conclusion of the Parade, in full, if all deadlines, rules and 
regulations are observed during the entire length of the event – OR – if a builder withdraws before withdrawal deadlines.  A 
partial refund will occur depending on parade violations as established by the Steering Committee. 

 
DEADLINE FOR WITHDRAWAL 

Category A – Traditional Parade Home

“Fully complete” includes landscaping and all interior decorating for Merchandised Model Homes (Category B) 
 Penalties for missing this deadline:   
 1)  Loss of all builder fees and performance fees 
 2)  Potential removal from parade 
 3)  Restriction from parade participation for two years  
 

Category C – Field Model Home / REO’s 
Wednesday, July 15, 2009 – by 10:00 PM  

 
Field Model homes (Category C) will not be required to have landscaping nor interior decorating completed; however 
the subject home must have the final Certificate of Occupancy from the governing municipality.   This is optional at the 
builder’s discretion.  However, the Parade Steering Committee retains the right to accept or refuse any entries that do 
not meet the caliber of a “show-worthy” home that would detriment the image and brand of the Salt Lake Parade of 
Homes™. “Driveway should be cleared of any vehicles (unless otherwise provided by the SLHBA). 
 
 Penalties for missing this deadline:   
 1)  Loss of all builder fees and performance fees 
 2)  Potential removal from parade 
 3)  Restriction from parade participation for two years  
 

 
 

PARADE RULES AND PROCEDURES 
All builders selected by the Steering Committee must agree to abide by all Parade of Homes™ provisions included in the Builder 
Agreement and outlined in the “Rules and Regulations”.   
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MAXIMUM NUMBER OF HOMES:    To Be Determined by Parade Steering Committee 
Fees will be returned to builders who submit applications but are not selected to participate.  
 

ADMISSION TICKETS 

Tickets will cost $8.00 per person for online purchases and $10.00 per person purchased from an authorized retail outlet. 
Children age 5 and younger do not require a ticket. 
 

PARADE BUILDER TICKETS 
Each parade builder will be given forty (40) complimentary Parade of Homes™ tickets and may purchase up to one hundred 
(100) additional tickets at half-price from July 20 to August 6, 2009 (5:00 pm) 
 

SIGNAGE 

In order to maintain a clean, uncluttered and professional appearance in the homes, all signs, cards, posters, etc., except those 
provided or approved by SLHBA, are prohibited.  SLHBA will provide one interior recognition sign for each home giving credit to 
suppliers, subcontractors, trade partners, etc.  Additional interior signs for recognizing trade partners can be purchased from 
the approved SLHBA vendor. No other flyers, signs, posters will be allowed in home or outside the home. 
 
SLHBA will provide an exterior sign which will include the names of the BUILDER, DECORATOR, HOME DESIGNER AND 
LANDSCAPER.  SLHBA will provide a specific number of directional signs for BUILDER to display to direct vehicular traffic to the 
home depending on which Category Tier the Builder participates in.  More signs can be obtained at an additional cost.  No other 
outside signs will be allowed.  All signs issued by SLHBA must be returned within one week of the last day of the Parade to avoid 
a deduction from the refundable Performance Fee.  
 

WORKING WITH NEIGHBORS 

Parade builders and SLHBA can meet with neighbors in high traffic areas (cluster sites), presenting them with a parking & traffic 
flow plan before June 1, 2009.  Builder must be aware of crowded areas, long walking distances, mailboxes, and general safety. 
 

PARKING AND TRANSPORTATION OF GUESTS 
BUILDER agrees to provide and be responsible at BUILDER's sole expense for parking for the public during the Parade of Homes. 
If such parking is offsite, the Homebuilder agrees to provide transportation (shuttle service) from the parking to the Home, 
during the Parade of Homes. 
Shuttle service may be required by gated communities or other neighborhoods, and is encouraged at cluster sites or wherever 
large numbers of parade guests are anticipated.  The hiring and operation of shuttle service must be arranged and paid for by 
the builder or builders who choose to use this form of guest transportation.  A list of builders who have contracted for shuttle 
service in past parades is available upon request from the SLHBA office. 
 

GARAGE AND DRIVEWAY EXHIBIT SPACE 
The SLHBA retains control of the garage(s) and driveway(s) at each Parade home. The parade builder has the option to purchase 
the right to manage their garage(s) space ONLY, as outlined below.   

1) Driveway(s) will be controlled and managed by the SLHBA.  
2) SLHBA will sell garage and driveway spaces to approved exhibitors 
3) Exhibit space will be sold to vendors whose products or services will be of interest to parade goers. 
4) One space in the garage will be reserved for the Parade Builder’s sales display. 
5) First opportunity to purchase garage exhibit space will be given to trade partners such as supplier, architect, interior 

designer, realtor, subcontractors, or other trade partners as long as space is purchased prior to May 29, 2009.   
 

BUILDER PURCHASED GARAGE SPACE 
1) At the time of application, builders may “purchase” the right to manage the garage(s) of their parade home (s). 
2) The garage(s) purchase fee will appear on the parade application form.  
3) All paid exhibitors arranged by the Parade Builder must be approved by SLHBA and are subject to the same rules and 

regulations as those contracted by SLHBA. 
4) Unauthorized exhibitors will constitute a rule violation and will result in a deduction from the refundable Performance 

Fee. 
5) Builder purchased garage(s) space may be kept empty or may be provided on a complimentary basis for builder sales 

staff, and others approved by the builder and the SLHBA. 

 

MADATORY MEETINGS AND DEADLINES (list provided with Builder Agreement) 
Mandatory meetings for parade builders will include information and training on Parade Rules and Procedures, deadlines, 
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parking, tickets, staffing, decorating, homeowners, charitable activities, etc.  SLHBA may require mandatory training for ticket 
takers.  
 

BUILDER AGREEMENT (Contract)   
This agreement will be distributed after SLHBA receives the Builder Application. 
NOTE:  Should the proposed Parade Home be pre-sold; the OWNER must also agree to all provisions of the Builder Agreement 
and sign it. 
 

ADDITIONAL HOMES BY THE SAME BUILDER  
Although one Parade home per builder in Category A is the recommended standard, if less than a specified number of 
applications are received prior to the deadline, a request to enter subsequent homes in the Parade may be considered.  An 
application for a second home must be submitted on a separate application form along with the required fees for that second 
home. To be considered for a second home, there must be a significant difference in price for your Parade entries. Be certain to 
indicate on the applications, which home is first choice.  Multiple entries in Category B & C are encouraged, subject to 
committee approval. 
 

TICKET TAKERS 
SLHBA will provide a list of potential ticket takers who would be willing to work the builder’s parade home during the Parade. 
 
Each builder is responsible for paying all ticket takers for his parade home and will be required to submit a list of ticket taker 
names and ages by June 15, 2009.  Ticket taker training will be required for each ticket taker the builder arranges.  The 
minimum age for a ticket taker is 16.    

 
INSURANCE 
Proof of Liability Insurance, Worker’s Compensation and Builder's Risk policies will be required from each builder selected to 
participate – and will be due Friday, May 22, 2009. 

 
PHOTOGRAPHY  
SLHBA may employ a professional photographer at the expense of SLHBA to take photographs or video of the Home for the 
SLHBA files, advertisements, website, and/or electronic Virtual Tour purposes. The Homebuilder authorizes such photographer 
to enter the Home for the above mentioned purpose, and agrees to assist the photographer in that purpose. The Homebuilder 
agrees that it shall not have any claim or ownership to the photographs or video.  Further, BUILDER agrees to allow photography 
by all parade attendees. 
 

PARADE MAGAZINE 

BUILDER will be required to submit, preferably via e-mail, a complete typed list including telephone numbers, of subcontractors, 
suppliers, decorators, designers, and all trade partners they wish to recognize in the Parade Magazine by the deadline indicated.  
BUILDER is responsible for correct information.  Builder page layouts will be sent via e-mail to each builder for editing and 
updating. 
 

OCCUPANCY   
If the home is sold prior to the official Parade closing, the owner may not occupy the home until the show has concluded. 
Homes may not be open – nor advertised as a parade home - BEFORE first day of parade.  If a home is sold, the new owner or 
Builder shall not impede Parade visitors during the Parade of Homes dates.  
 

MEDIA AND MARKETING    
Parade of Homes™ media marketing for 2009 is valued at over $100,000.  SLHBA will furnish, at no expense to BUILDER the 
following 
--Media recognition in the form of Radio, TV and Newspaper exposure  
--One full-page in the Parade of Homes Magazine for Traditional Parade homes, ¼ page for Merchandised Model homes and 
1/6

th
 page for Field Model homes. The Parade of Homes Magazine will be distributed at multiple distribution points including 

participating Parade homes. 
 

OTHER ISSUES 
All builder agreement contracts are contingent upon approval by the Parade Steering Committee.  
SLHBA members are not to take advantage of other members during or as a result of the 2009 Salt Lake Parade of Homes™ 
activities. Inappropriate activities include: misleading signs, placement of non-parade homes, or Parade look-alikes, which 
interfere with the Salt Lake Parade of Homes™.
